The Office of Information Technology Services is responsible for providing computer resources, campus network 
infrastructure, digital and voice telecommunications, standard software licensing, and institutional research to support 
the academic and administrative functions of the University. The staff installs and maintains servers, off-campus 
connectivity, administrative computer systems, as well as providing help for faculty, staff, and administrators in 
addressing their computer-related problems. There is a continual program to upgrade connectivity, external access, 
hardware and software, and digital resources for classroom use. 

The Chan Shun Library, contains computers for the use of students during library hours. The Computer Teaching Lab, 
located in Pechero Hall, houses a number of computers that are available for general use when classes are not scheduled 
in that facility. 
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
