Major Institutional Functions

The University provides a challenging environment conducive to the total development of the student, thus contributing
to the realization of each individual's potential. The administrative departments of the University provide the
infrastructure needed for the institution to fulfill its educational purposes.

The University's undergraduate curriculum consists of programs in the liberal arts and sciences, with a number of
professional and preprofessional curricula. The general education component brings balance to the academic and
professional programs, enriching the intellectual and cultural experiences of the student beyond the limits set by the
specific major. The graduate curriculum includes master's degrees in education and psychology.
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
